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• City will contribute $1.25 million for each gym 
once Conditional Use Permits (CUP) are 
approved 

• Status of CUPs: 
- McKinley Gym: permit processed on December 28, 

2015 and an appeal was filed 
Appeal scheduled for a hearing on February 29, 2016 

- Washington Gym: not yet filed by the City 

• Programmed by the City of Pasadena Human 
Services and Recreation Department after 5 p.m. 
during the week and on weekends 

• Activities will include: 
- School-age after school fitness programs 
- Expanded organized youth sports opportunities 
- Adult fitness and sports 

• McKinley Gym is located in a park deficit portion 
of the City and will provide valuable recreational 
space for residents 
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Washington Middle School Update: Metal stud framing is complete. 
Drywall installation is ongoing along with the rough Mechanical , 
Electrical and Plumbing. All site utilities are complete with the 
exception of city tie-ins. Anticipated completion date is June 2016.
