Altadena students increased proficiency achievement on state tests
from 17.49% to 37.61% in English and from 6.67% to 24.77% in math
from 2017 to 20109.

Washington students increased proficiency achievement on state
tests from 15.46% to 20.94% in English and from 10.22% to 13.58%
in math from 2017 to 2019.

Muir more than doubled the percentage of 9th grade students
earning college credits from 31% to 69% from 2017 to 2019.

The overall percentage of students who continued to complete
college credits in 10th-12th grades also increased, from 4.69% to
24.36%.
