Does your car need a few
repairs?  The Auto Repair
Reference Center (ARRC)

is one of the most useful automo-
tive resources the library offers to
both do-it-yourself car repairers
and professional mechanics. The
ARRC supplies automotive repair
information under license from the
former publisher of Chilton and
information from Delphi Integrated
Service Solutions. All of the con-
tent was created by ASE certified
technicians.

The ARRC contains information on
most manufacturers of domestic
and imported vehicles from 1945 to
present, including over 250,000
drawings and step-by-step photo-
graphs, approximately 77,570 tech-
nical service bulletins & recalls,
over 144,600 enhanced wiring dia-
grams, specifications & mainte-
nance schedules, a complete guide
to vehicle ownership & mainte-
nance and much more. New repair
procedures and updates are contin-
ually added to the database.

The database couldn’t be easier to
use. You simply choose the year,
the make, and the model of your
vehicle, and a list of available infor-
mation will appear for easy viewing
and printing.  

The database is free to the public.
To access the database, go to
http://pasadenapubliclibrary.net/e-resources
and click the link to the Auto
Repair Reference Center. Make
sure that you have your library card
nearby as you will need it to access
the database.
