CEREMONIAL MATTERS The Mayor welcomed Mark Jomsky as the newly-appointed 
City Clerk. 

Miriam Nakamura-Quan, Pasadena Neighborhood Coalition 
(PNC) representative, expressed concerns regarding the 
proposed T-MobileIOak Knoll wireless cell tower and the 
location of additional wireless facilities in residential districts, 
and asked for legal clarification on the provisions in the City's 
current moratorium on wireless facilities as this pertains to the 
information and questions raised in PNC's letter to Council 
dated July 16, 2008. 

The Mayor asked the City Attorney to report back to Council 
with an appropriate response to the issues and questions 
raised in the PNC's letter that had been distributed for the 
public record. The Mayor indicated the PNC would then 
receive Council's response to the letter based on the legal 
advice provided by the City Attorney. 

Adam Carter, Field Representative for Assemblymember 
Portantino, announced that 6 of the 20 recipients of the annual 
Women in Business Awards are from the City of Pasadena, 
invited the community to a forum to be held on August 8, 2008 
at the Rose Bowl that will inform the community about potential 
State budget cuts and opportunities for advocacy by the public 
on issues arising from these cuts, and noted that 
Assernblymember Portantino would be scheduling a State of 
the State address to be presented at a Council meeting after 
the State budget is adopted. 

Robert Larsen, Pasadena resident, spoke in support of a 
proposed City ordinance to ban smoking in public places, and 
suggested the City extend the smoking ban to also protect 
condominium/apartment common areas (including decks). 

The City Attorney indicated the ordinance (referenced by 
Mr. Larsen) to amend the City's smoking regulations would be 
presented to Council in August or early September 2008. 

Councilmember Tyler stated his support for including 
multi-family buildings in the smoking ordinance, and 
encouraged the community to express their views when the 
ordinance is presented to Council for first reading. 
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CONSENT CALENDAR 

Michelle White, Affordable Housing Services representative 
speaking as an individual, expressed concerns regarding the 
lack of adequate time given to the public to react to and provide 
input for the Draft Housing Element that was recently 
distributed to the public, noted that the Draft document was 
missing an exhibit and demographics information, and criticized 
the lack of adequate public outreach and input from the 
community during the process to develop the Draft Housing 
Element. 

Councilmember Robinson asked that a meeting with the public 
to solicit feedback on the Draft document be scheduled after 
the document is vetted through the appropriate Commissions. 

The Mayor asked staff to provide information (through the City 
Manager's weekly informational letter to Council) on when 
public notice about any public meetings on the Draft Housing 
Element was given and by what method; expressed concerns 
regarding the level of emphasis that has been placed on the 
General Plan Update (GPU) process (including the Housing 
Element) by the staff, Council, and community; and stressed 
the need for vigorous community outreach and input during the 
GPU process. 

The City Manager indicated that a number of public meetings 
would be held during which the Draft Housing Element would 
be discussed prior to the document being submitted to Council; 
that he would follow up with staff on the public noticeloutreach 
information; and that additional public meetings could be added 
to the process.

REPORTS AND COMMENTS OPPOSE PROPOSITION 7 - THE SOLAR AND CLEAN 
FROM COUNCIL ENERGY INITIATIVE 
COMMITTEES Recommendation of City Manager: 

(1) Oppose Proposition 7 - The Solar and Clean Energy - - 
LEGISLATIVE POLICY initiative; and 
COMMITTEE (2) Authorize the Mayor to send correspondence to the 

appropriate officials opposing Proposition 7. 

The Mayor, Chair of the Legislative Policy Committee, reviewed 
the agenda report, and confirmed that public funds could not be 
used in a campaign against the proposition. 

Councilmember McAustin, Chair of the Municipal Services 
Committee, reported that the City was beginning to develop an 
Integrated Resource Plan (IRP) that will result in a strategic 
plan to address how the City will get its energy over the next 
20 years, and encouraged the community to become involved 
in the IRP process. 

Councilmembers Holden and Tyler expressed concerns 
regarding the need for some entity/group to develop and lead a 
campaign in opposition to the initiative. 

Phyllis Currie, General Manager of Water and Power 
Department, responded to questions about the initiative and its 
sponsors, a group being formed to organize a campaign 
against the proposition, and the impacts of the proposition on 
the City with its municipally-owned utility. Ms. Currie discussed 
the difference between the costs of energy and the costs that 
may be passed on to the customer as this relates to the rate 
cap language in the initiative and what will happen in the City's 
situation of operating a municipally-owned utility. 

The City Manager noted that various state organizations and 
associations had expressed opposition to the proposition; 
indicated that Council would be kept apprised on activities 
related to the proposition; and commented on concerns 
regarding conflicts between the initiative and existing State 
laws/regulations/policies and probable litigation costs, if the 
initiative passed. 

Brief discussion followed on the impacts of the proposition on 
the City, the need for those who are opposed to the initiative to 
organize against the proposition, and the need to educate the 
public on the proposition and its impacts on energy customers.

Councilmember Tyler asked staff to reevaluate the City's 
renewable energy portfolio and look at a substantial increase in 
the amount of renewables in the portfolio. 

Councilmember McAustin emphasized that, although the 
initiative contained a cap on the utility rate increase to be paid 
by the customer, the total energy costs would still have to be 
paid by the City's customers (residents) in some way. 

The Mayor affirmed the City's record in support of its green city 
action plan, protection of the environment, and commitment to 
sustainability; and commented on his support of the 
preservation of local control on these issues. 

It was moved by Councilmember Holden, seconded by 
Councilmember Robinson, to approve the City Manager's 
recommendation. (Motion unanimouslv carried) (Absent: 
Councilmembers Gordo, Madison, Vice Mayor Haderlein) 

SUPPORT OF SB 1420 (PADILLA) FOOD FACILITIES:

WORKSHOP UPDATE AND CENTRAL DISTRICT 
DEMOGRAPHIC DATA 
~~cornrnendation of City Manaqer: This presentation is for 
information only. 

Richard Bruckner, Director of Planning and Development 
Department, introduced the a enda item; distributed a handout 
titled, "Downtown Resident 8 urvey"; and indicated that data 
from a downtown shoppers biennial survey would be available 
and presented to the Economic Development and Technology 
Committee in the near future. 

Robert Montano, Project Planner, provided an overview of the 
survey that was focused on residents in the downtown area; 
and reviewed the collected data on: age composition, 
educational attainment, household income, employment, and 
mode of travel to work (with downtown residents' statistics 
based on the November 2008 survey data compared to 
citywide residents' statistics based primarily on 2000 census 
data). He also reviewed general information derived from the 
survey's open-ended questions (e.g., comments on: reasons 
for moving to the downtown area, transit, education system, 
affordable housing, and events in the area); and responded to 
questions regarding the data. 

Discussion followed on use of this information in updating the 
General Plan, implications of the data in revising planning 
policies for proposed developments and in limiting trips taken 
during the day, the relationship between businesses and the 
City's employment base, and transittparking policy issues 
stemming from people living and working downtown. 

Councilmember Holden cautioned about the need to recognize 
the limitations of the data that had been gathered in its use for 
planning purposes and policy revisions, and the need to gather 
additional demographic data. 

Mr. Bruckner noted that this survey is a beginning picture that 
shows who lives downtown and how they act, and that staff will 
be presenting Council with a paper on a public outreach and 
dialog process that will engage the community in a discussion 
of future development in the City. 

The City Manager commented on the use of focus groups or 
other types of public forums/workshops to discuss the planning 
process and a general direction for what the City should look 
like and how it should grow. 
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By consensus and on order of the Mayor, the information was 
received and filed. 

REPORTS AND COMMENTS Councilmember Holden, City representative on the Burbank- 
Glendale-Pasadena Airport Authority, commented on the %%i%%w reports recently issued by the Airport containing information on 
the economic impacts of the airoort on the resion and what the 

REPORTS FROM public thought about the service/benefits o f  the airport, and 
REPRESENTATIVES indicated the reports will be available for viewing at the Public 

Library. 

COUNCIL COMMENTS In response to Councilmember Tyler's and McAustin's 
questions, the City Manager indicated he would report on a 
process for updating Council on the status of the 
implementation of the 12 recommendations to reduce traffic by 
25% contained in a 2006 traffic study. He also indicated these 
recommendations would be addressed in the Mobility Element 
that is currently being revised by staff.
