Dear Mr. Jomsky, 

I was informed that there would be a discussion about "Mansionization" at the City Council meeting scheduled 
for Monday, January 26. I am writing in support of protecting the character of our neighborhoods. There is a 
house being modified, one lot over from our home on Glen Summer Road, and I have been watching its 
construction with trepidation. Here are my observations. 

1. The house being constructed is too high. The roof is above all its neighbor's chimneys. I question the 
permissibility of the height. Moreover, the fact that the roof is flat means that it is higher over a larger surface 
area, which contributes to its mansion-like appearance. 

2. The house being constructed is too close to the street. The offset of the surrounding homes include a front 
patio area so that the living area is further back. Having living areas that do not match up ruins the privacy of 
the patio areas of houses next door. In addition, the constructed house will block the sunny south face of the 
house (and its patio) to its north. 

3. We have several different styles of homes on our street, and while it is unfortunate that the new house is 
being constructed between and across from a cluster of extraordinarily lovely Spanish Renaissance style homes, 
I believe that the house being constructed could have lived agreeably among them had the city planners better 
accounted for the height and offset concerns that now make this a truly unwelcome house in our neighborhood. 

On a possibly related note: This past year, I was approached by realtors going door-to-door, representing 
potential house buyers from China, and have wondered if it was just a matter of time before our Pasadena 
neighborhoods began to resemble those in Arcadia that are populated by mansions with only facades and square 
feet to recommend them. The character of our Glen Summer Road neighborhood was exactly what appealed to 
us when we settled here 20 years ago: It is worthy of city protection.

Dear Neighbors, 

Yesterday, Takako Suzuki, Judy Bailey, Ralph Hubbard, John Price and I met with Kelvin Parker and Sarkis 
Nazerian at the Pasadena City Planning and Community Development Department regarding the current 
construction of an addition to the house at 140 Glen Summer Road. We, and many of you, are concerned about 
the size and contemporary design of this boxy, flat-roofed structure that is unlike any other house on our street. 

The bottom line is that construction may continue since all permits have been granted and there are no 
restrictions in Pasadena to encourage appropriate and complementary design and integration of new houses and 
additions into existing neighborhoods. 

At the City Council meeting on Monday (January 26) the agenda will include a "Mansionization Update" with a 
discussion of how City Planning can set and enforce regulations to keep new construction in character with 
scale and design of existing neighboring houses. Mr. Parker and Mr. Nazerian agreed that letters from 
concerned neighbors will be influential in underscoring the need for such regulations. 

These letters must be received by City Clerk Mark Jomsky no later than 12 noon today to be included in the 
discussion on Monday. Please send your comments, however brief, to <miomsky@cityofpasadenanet>. If you 
cannot meet this deadline, please send them to Councilman Steve Madison 
<smadison@cityofpasadena.net>and Mayor Bill Bogaard <bbogaard@cityofpasadenanet> so they will be 
aware of your concerns before the meeting Monday evening. 

It is our goal to protect our beautiful and highly desirable neighborhood, and our property values, and to prevent 
intrusive and inappropriate construction in the future.

I wish to register my concern over the inappropriately designed houses that seem to be springing up in our 
sometimes historic, but always comfortable, Pasadena neighborhoods. In addition, I have a concern about the 
number of recently sold but empty and unlived-in houses that present an unhappy prospect with dead and dying 
trees and lawns, chain link fences sometimes up for years, and shabby exteriors. 

The preservation of Pasadena's character over the past many years has made the city's various neighborhoods now 
very attractive in the real estate market.

I was alarmed by the current remodel underway at 140 Glen Summer Road. I've been informed all 
permits are in order, but find the design and the scope of the project underwhelming, ugly, and in no way 
consistent with the architectural design of the neighborhood. 

Other concerned neighbors who've voiced their concerns with you, Steve Madison and the Mayor, speculate 
that the recent embezzlement case has prompted the city to tum a blind eye on preserving the unique 
architecture of this West Pasadena neighborhood and the city, in pursuit of collecting "fees" associated with 
such projects.
