According the 2021 Homeless Count, 512 people are experiencing homelessness,. According to the California
Council of Government’s report, over 7,000 Pasadena renter households earn less than $35,000/year and
70% of them pay more than half their income on rent. They are at risk of eviction and homelessness, as
evidenced by the soaring demand for rental assistance reported by Friends Indeed. Over 700 PUSD students
are considered homeless.
